	Main job purpose


This post requires the Teaching Assistant to work with a Key Stage Two child with special educational needs.  
The Teaching Assistant may also be required to supervise the activities of children during the school teaching periods and the break times within the school, including both indoor and outdoors areas, ensuring a safe environment is maintained at all times.

The Teaching Assistant assists the Class Teacher and SENCo in the implementation of programmes of work and in the provision of a stable, caring and supportive learning environment.  These should enable this child to achieve their full learning potential and facilitate personal, social and moral development.

	Job Description



	Under the direction and instruction of the Class Teacher and SENCo the TA will:

a) Work with a SEND child with complex needs; support their learning, their physical development, and their emotional and social development
b) Help with communication difficulties 
c) Undertake personal care (eg toileting) as required

d) Respond to the challenges the child may present appropriately and professionally

e) Ensure the child’s safety and well-being in school

f) Contribute to the development of the Individual Educational Programme for this child

g) Develop a positive and professional relationship with the parents of the child to ensure the child has the best chances of making progress

h) Work closely with the class teacher and the SENCo

i) Work within the class team supporting colleagues as appropriate 

j) Attend multi-professional and team meetings for this child as requested

k) Attend specific training to develop a deeper understanding of this child’s needs and strategies that could be used to support him

Under the direction and instruction of the teacher the TA may also be asked to:

a) Deliver learning support individually and in groups through a range of tasks across the curriculum (under direction and guidance from the teacher)

b) Support differentiated literacy and numeracy tasks in a variety of ways such as clarifying and explaining instructions and activities

c) Follow the direction of the teacher and use their plans

d) Refer pupils to their targets, Learning Outcomes and Success Criteria

e) Assess pupils against criteria set by the teacher and provide feedback 

f) Mark children’s work within the school policy and within the teacher’s direction and expectation for the group

g) Support pupils’ learning through ICT and through other strategies

h) Motivate and encourage pupils

i) Promote and model good behaviour

j) Reinforce pupils’ self-esteem

k) Assist the teacher in developing and preparing learning resources and displays to maintain and safe and suitable learning environment

l) Provide care and supervision of pupils in the classroom, within the school and where appropriate outside the school.

m) Work with pupils with SEN, disabilities or who present behaviour problems, as required

n) Liaise with SENCo and outside agencies with support and guidance

o) Undertake any other tasks or duties, as requested by the school, that are reasonable and within the broader description of this role and contribute to the effectiveness and efficiency of the school
